Discussion questions

1.  Tell about your baptism.  What made you decide to be baptized?  What were the circumstances? 

2.  Explain how death is used in our text today.  How can we relate to it?

4.  How can we be slaves to righteousness?  See verses 15-18. 
5.  In verse l4, what does this expression mean?  "...because you are not under law, but under grace."  How should this affect our feelings and actions?  

6.  Name the conversion stories in the book of Acts.  Why is it important that you remember them and be able to refer to them?  

7.  We used the example of being enslaved to cleanliness in the lesson this morning.  What might you be "enslaved" to that  causes you difficulties  (not a sin, but a bad habit)?
